ACO
There was incident last week, a company called to asked if the town would provide insurance for their facility if they were to hold a Rabies clinic and to find out S. Dwyer asked the facility to hold the Rabies Clinic for Thorndike Residents.  J. Bennett contacted MMA who suggested contacting the Town’s attorney.  The Town’s attorney suggested writing another letter to S. Dwyer letting her know she cannot incur any more expenses until she meets with the selectmen.  M. McGagh added that the last few letters have gone out certified and regular mail and there has been no response from S. Dwyer.

OLD BUSINESS
Dog Licenses:  J. Bennett contacted the Waterville Human Society to see if they would collect the dog license fee for the town of Thorndike if a dog comes in and is not licensed or has its rabies shot.  The contact person for the Waterville Human Society requested a letter be sent to them asking for this service and they will forward the dog license money to the town.  The owner will not be able to take the dog until their pet is licensed and current rabies shot.  J. Bennett makes a motion to send a letter to the Waterville Human Society.  M. McGagh seconded the motion.  Motion carries. 
NEW BUSINESS
Abatement on Personal Property: There was a resident in town that came to pay their taxes and noticed they were still being charged with a personal property tax.  J. Bennett contacted the town the former resident moved to and was told the resident did not pay personal property tax.  J. Bennett contacted the Property Tax Division and they suggested if Thorndike does the abatement, then the other town will have to do a supplement.
