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               Selectmen’s Meeting

02/06/08

Those in attendance:  K. Hunt, G. Berry, J. Bennett, M. McGagh (on phone), M. Sprague, R. Downer I, M. Fuller, D. Penney, A. Nayock, R. Collinet and A. Brillard

Meeting was called to order at 6:35 p.m.

Motion to accept minutes of the prior meeting as written. Motion passed.

M. Fuller presented a list of problems with a couple of the Fire Trucks that have gone unattended.   Please see the attached list M. Fuller wrote.  

J. Bennett said Justin from Reliance Equipment in Vassalboro could take the Truck in and bring it back to the Firehouse.  He will look it over to see what needs to be done and how much it will cost.  Motion to have Justin pick up the truck and take it to Reliance Equipment in Vassalboro.  Seconded and motion carries.

On 02/06/08 R. Downer Sr. gave J. Bennett a grant request with a deadline of 01/31/08.  J. Bennett called to see if an extension could be made.  He was granted the extension, however it was only for a couple of days. J. Bennett called Dale Rowley to see if he could help fill it our.  Dale completed the grant and gave it back to J. Bennett and was placed in the mail on 02/06/08.

The air tanks at the Firehouse need to be filled. Fire Tech and Safety will stop to fill the air tanks and complete the annual flow test that needs to be done this year.  

J. Bennett found a dry cleaner that will mend and wash turnout gear.  To wash one set of turnout gear (coat and pant) will cost $25 and usually takes two or three days to clean.  M. Fuller indicated there is 12 sets of turnout gear that need to be cleaned.  J. Bennett suggested taking two or three at a time if the Fire Department can afford to have that many out at a time.

It was suggested the Fire Department write a grant for a washing machine so the Fire Department can wash its own turnout gear.

D. Rowley indicated when he was done school he might come back part-time to the Fire Department for the summer to help out.

D. Rowley gave J. Bennett information on what needed to be done at the Firehouse and who does it.

J. Bennett asked if there were any volunteers under the age of 18.  M. Fuller indicated there is one who is 16 years of age.  J. Bennett said 16 – 18 year old may only be a Junior Firefighter.  J. Bennett is going to check with the insurance company to see if junior firefighters are covered under our policy.

M. Fuller asked if it was okay for Shawn Turner to have pager so he can help get the trucks ready if there is a fire call where he lives right next to the Firehouse.  The Selectmen agrees he could have a pager, but needs to sign it out.  

Robert Fish submitted a letter to the selectmen expressing his interest in becoming a farmer for Unity Farm Shares.  Selectmen will keep his request on file.

A. Brillard presented the selectmen with a letter and asks them to read it aloud.  J. Bennett reviewed the letter.  J. Bennett stated the selectmen would not act on this letter until the next selectmen’s meeting.

Warrant signed in the amount of  $13,864.17.

M. Fuller said he would become the Thorndike Fire Chief for a couple of month until someone else can be found.  Motion to temporary appoint M. Fuller as Thorndike Fire Chief.  Seconded and motion carries.

R. Downer Sr. states that he will be resigning from the Fire Department come spring.

Moved to adjourn the meeting at 7:25p.m.
