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Selectmen’s Meeting

02/20/08

Those in attendance:  K. Hunt, G. Berry, J. Bennett, M. McGagh (on phone), M. Sprague, R. Downer Sr., M. Fuller, M. Eicchorn, R. Collinet, D. Higgins, N. Higgins and A. Brillard

Meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m.

Motion to accept minutes of the prior meeting as written. Motion passed.

M. Fuller received a bill from Yankee Trophy for repairs made on two radios.  The bill has been unpaid since August.  It is the same bill the selectmen agreed not to pay because there was no money in the Fire Department account.  

M. Fuller needed reflective vest for the Fire Department.  J. Bennett ordered the vest and gave the vest to M. Fuller.

M. Fuller presented a list of items needed for the Fire Department.  The Board of Selectmen recommends waiting until the next meeting.

M. Fuller completed the paper work for the class he missed at the Hutchinson Center.

There are 4 or 5 pagers that are not working properly.  To repair each pager would cost approximately $50, and there might be a couple that need to be sent away for repairs, which could cost more.

There are some jackets at the Fire Department that do not have pockets for radios.  J. Bennett told M. Fuller the jackets can be sent out to have pockets added and would look into how much it would cost.

J. Bennett called the Waldo Humane Society to see if someone could come show the Volunteer’s at the Fire Department how to use the animal oxygen mask.

D. Higgins owns property on the Gulch Road and was going to cut the brush back so Emergency Vehicles can go down the road.  D. Higgins checked to see if there would be any repercussions if she were to do the work herself.  J. Bennett contacted MMA for legal advised and MMA responded that Donna could do the work herself, but she could be sued.  J. Bennett also contact the Town’s attorney for advise, whom said if the town has not done any road maintenance in the past 30 years then the road becomes abandoned.  J. Bennett cannot find where the Town has worked on the Gulch Road in the past 30 years.

D. Higgins wants the Town to cut the brush back and also who would be responsible if the emergency equipment is damaged.

The Selectmen agreed no to take any action until further information is presented.

D. Higgins requested the QuickBook Report for Town Roads.

M. Fuller said he would come and take a look at the Gulch Road to see if the brush is cut back far enough.

Motion not to take anymore action until more information on roadwork done on the Gulch Road has been brought forward.  Seconded and motion carries.

County budget has increase $6825.64 from last year.

Junior Firefighters are covered by the town insurance and would need to check with the Maine Labor Laws to review what responsibilities they can have.

The Selectmen, (excluding M. McGagh, who was unable to see the letter) viewed the letter A. Brillard submitted on 02/05/08.  A. Brillard is asking the selectmen to repair the pertural care trust fund for the mistakes that were made since 1996 and the town pay back the money that was used.   J. Bennett said he will look into it, but cannot guarantee a date when it would be done.  A. Brillard said he just wants someone to replace what was taken out.

The warrant was signed in the amount of $6414.05
