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Selectmen’s Meeting

03/05/08

Those in attendance:  K. Hunt, G. Berry, J. Bennett, M. McGagh, M. Sprague, M. Fuller, M. Eicchorn, R. Collinet, A. Brillard and G. Dubay

Meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m.

Motion to accept minutes of the prior meeting as written. Motion passed.

Warrant for Town Meeting signed by the selectmen.

M. Fuller will be attending two meetings for grants on March 13, 2008 and March 14, 2008.  The proposals will be for turnout gear, a washing machine to wash their own turnout gear, and the Forestry Truck.

Clyde Rolerson, Peter Quimby, Barry Parks and Shaun Turner have joined the fire department.  M. Fuller changed the policy from 3 business meeting and three weekly meetings to attending one business meeting and three weekly meetings.

M. Fuller asked about getting fire truck signs for both sides of the road near the Fire Station for the oncoming traffic. 

Truck 9 was fixed by adding air in the tires.  The front end was fine.

Pagers and radios need to be updated.  P. Quimby thought there might be a grant to cover the cost.  If there is no grant then it would cost approx. $180.

Wipers are needed for one of the Fire Trucks. M. Fuller wanted to know if he could go to Thorndike Auto and get them or if a purchase order request needed to be made and added to the warrant.  M. McGagh said if the item was going to be $25 or less, a purchase order request was not necessary and he could just purchase it at Thorndike Auto Parts.

M. Fuller said the regular truck maintance would be done by some of the F.C. volunteers to save some money.

There are five pagers that do not work.  Motion to get the five pagers repaired.  Seconded and motion carries.

M. Fuller researched the invoice received from Yankee Trophy.  He said there was a check made out to Yankee Trophy, but Yankee Trophy claims they have not received it.  J. Bennett told M. Fuller to call the bank and if the check cleared get a copy of it.  If it has not cleared the bank will need to stop payment on the check and issue a new one.

Before any more repairs on the furnace can be made the manual to the furnace needs to be found.

J. Bennett set up an account at Gordian Cleaners so the Fire Department can get their turnout gear cleaned, the cleaning process can take up to three days.

R. Downer Sr. will resign on 3/31/08

Town meeting is on March 15, 2008, volunteers are needed to help set up the night before.

J. Bennett wanted to announce that J. Cranouski will be plowing next year and there is no conflict between J. Bennett and J. Cranouski. 

M. Fuller has agreed to act as Thorndike’s Fire Chief permanently. 

The warrant was signed in the amount of $75,716.96
