OPEN MEETING:

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’ MEETING

J. Bennett makes a motion to accept the minutes of March 19, 2008. M. McGagh seconds the motion. Motion carries

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF MARCH TOWN MEETING
J. Bennett makes a motion to accept the minutes of March 15, 2008 from town meeting.  M. McGagh seconds the motion. Motion carries. 

TOWN CLERK

K. Hunt, Town Clerk would like B. Kern, Deputy Clerk to get her Notary Public License.  M. McGagh makes a motion to approve $50 for B. Kern’s to get her Notary Public License. B. Kerns has agreed not to charge the Town when notarizing the Town’s papers.

OLD BUSINESS
· LD1: 
L. Dixon has done some research on the LD #1 limit.  L. Dixon would like J. Bennett to fax MMA because L. Dixon doesn’t think the article was legally amended.  J. Bennett said he has already checked into what happened at town meeting. J. Bennett said if it was just left at 000.00 as stated in the article we would be fine, but a resident spoke up and said the town would be voting on $15,500.  L. Dixon asked J. Bennett if he had anything in writing about it.  He said no, but would call MMA to look into it.

· D. Higgins:
D. Higgins wanted to know why the word “only” was written on the agenda by her name.  J. Bennett spoke up and said that you requested to talk about E. Gulch Road and nothing else.  D. Higgins is requesting information from Town Reports from 1975 and 1979 to see what the town actually voted on. She shared her finding from 1975 and 1979 town reports on the road from Palmer Road to the cemetery.  Is the whole road discontinued or only that section? D. Higgins would like a letter from MMA stating if the road is open the town is not responsible for her cutting the bushes back. J. Bennett made a motion for L. Dixon to research the material and that paper work for any legal ramifications.  M. McGagh asked D. Higgins if she is seeking a legal determination that the road is abandoned. M. McGagh didn’t know if getting legal advise from MMA would resolve the matter.  M. McGagh seconded the motion.  J. Bennett stated he was unable to find any information on the E. Gulch Road.  D. Higgins stated on Nola Higgins’s deed it stated Old County Road.  Motion carried.

· Dave Allen Road Signs:
L. Dixon emailed D. Allen and he responded the signs should be up in two to three weeks.  L. Dixon gave a copy of the email she sent D. Allen.
E.M.A
· P. Quimby reported the Monday night Incident Command Training at the Fire Station went very well.  After taking the Training course P. Quimby found out he also needed to take the ICS 800 as EMA and has completed the training online for that.

· M. McGagh read the Emergency Operation Plan and made corrections.  P. Quimby said he made the corrections, but will be leaving the hose footage blank until he has the correct number.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
· The Fire Department received the matching grant to purchase two new radios.

· The $85 on the warrant is for the cost to repair two radios, which will give the Fire Department two back-up radios.

· On Wednesday April 9th the SCBA bottles and alarms will be tested.  While the testing is being done, S. Turner and JJ will be taking down the metal shelves that are upstairs.

· The overhead door at the Fire Station was inspected by Derek Gott form Bangor Overhead Door Company.  The doors are air operated and there was a kink in the hose. Derek Gott fixed the problem and the doors are working properly. L. Dixon presented M. McGagh and J. Bennett a maintenance agreement for the town’s consideration.

· P. Quimby said the Fire Department is questioning the value of E. Williams putting the tower and radio at his home J. Bennett checked into Everett Williams putting the tower and old radio at his house and spoke with Michael Stokes and Everett will need to sign the waiver, but doesn’t mean he would come back to the town. Michael Stokes has a waiver that he will send to the town. 

· J. Bennett makes a motion to add $798 to the warrant to purchase the two radios for the matching grant. M. McGagh seconds the motions. Motion carries.

NEW BUSINESS
· J. Bennett talked with Debra Balmer, MMA contact, for clarification on fixing the overhead door, and to let her know the stepladder was removed.  Debra Balmer granted the Fire Department an extension for one day. She also told him about the grants the Fire Department can apply for. They can get multiple grants not to exceed $2000 each for a total of $5000 per year.  MMA grants are awarded twice a year.  J. Bennett makes a motion for M. McGagh and P. Quimby to work on the grant.  L. Dixon seconds the motion.  Motion carries.

APPOINTMENTS:

· J. Bennett found the law where the ACO is to return the animal to the rightful owner if the ACO knows the owner, if the owner is unknown, then bring it to the humane society.  J. Bennett stated that if the ACO has to go back to the same owner several times, then the animal should go to the Humane Society. J. Bennett makes a motion to appoint S. Dwyer, write a letter and send her a copy of the law.  M. McGagh seconds the motion. Motion carries.

· Appeals Board: J. Bennett makes a motion for Steve Fitton to become a member of the Appeals Board for a five-year term. M. McGagh seconded the motion. Motion carries.

· Health Officer: J. Bennett makes a motion to pass over the article. M.McGagh seconds the motion. Motion carries. J. Bennett stated the reason to pass over the article was because the Waldo County EMA wanted to get a number of towns together to go in on a health officer and the State was also going to produce a set of guidelines on a Health Officer.

· KVCOG: J. Bennett makes a motion to pass over the article.  M. McGagh seconds the motion barring anyone present is interested in being a representative. Motion carries.

· Park and Rec: J. Bennett makes a motion to pass over. M. McGagh seconds barring anyone present at the meeting that might be interested.  Motion carries.

· Road Committee: T. Berry wrote a letter of interest that he would like to serve three years on road committee.  J. Bennett makes a motion to appoint T. Berry and A. Mann as road committee members. M. McGagh seconds the motion. Motion carries.

· Special Town Meeting: An anonymous donor would like to purchase the land designated in Article 18A from the town meeting. The current owner included a stipulation for the town to purchases 30 softwood trees to create a natural barrier between the two properties. The total cost of the land would not exceed $6500 according the Bill Dale, town’s attorney.  J. Bennett mentioned the money would come out of surplus and a donor would reimburse the town. J. Bennett makes a motion to have a special town meeting to purchase the land. M. McGagh asks how do you call a special town meeting. J. Bennett amends his motion.  J. Bennett makes a motion to have a special selectmen’s meeting on Monday April 7, 2008 to sign the warrant to have the special town meeting to take $6500 from Surplus and to accept the donors’ donation for the land. M. McGagh was glad to hear someone is willing to make such a donation for the Town. M. McGagh seconds the amended motion. Motion carries.

· The cemetery mowing, will it go out to bid or go to the same person?  J. Bennett said there have been other interested parties and when this occurs it should go out to bid, if it was just one person, the board would discuss giving it to the same person. M. McGagh makes a motion to put the Cemetery out to bid.  J. Bennett seconds the motion. Motion carries.

Items Not on Agenda

· The light fixture on the side of building is hanging off the fixture. M. McGagh makes motion to fix the light fixture.  J. Bennett seconds the motion. Motion carries.

· MMA Workers Compensation Insurance has increased $319.

· L. Dixon has not heard anything about the Furnace at the Fire Station. J. Bennett stated there is a time limit to when this all needs to get done and if we breech the time limit it could cost the town money.  There is a six-year warranty and we are in the sixth year.  L. Dixon said she would get on the phone to call the Granite Corporation and speak with Randy to check the date installed.  Call Paul Moody, if you do not receive a favorable response.  

CITIZEN’S ISSUES
· A. Brillard wanted to know why the money for Emergency Purposes was not in Treasurers Report.  J. Bennett said the $2500 was spent on fuel for winter roads. A. Brillard also wanted to know the accounts that have money from Worthy Poor and Civic Improvement, why do they go back into surplus, they should be going back into the designated account.  A. Brillard also said the Perpetual Care is the same figure as 06/07.  This was error by the treasurer and K. Hunt will give A. Brillard the corrected figure on Thursday.  30 percent of lots sold goes to perpetual care.  J. Bennett asked A. Brillard where it stated 30 percent goes to perpetual care.  A. Brillard handed M. McGagh the papers the he gave earlier this year. M. McGagh read the article stating at least 30 percent of lots sold goes into perpetual care.  

J. Bennett said the auditors have suggested putting all the CD’s the town has into one account and would keep all the money separate and the bank will follow it and might be free as well.
