Quimby asked why Paul Moody, who is the state inspector has not been contacted yet. L. Dixon said Randy was looking into a couple of changes that were made before he went out there.  L. Dixon said she would contact Paul Moody.

· P. Quimby said the Forestry Truck was running bad, he didn’t know if it might need a tune up and the power steering is acting up.  P. Quimby asked the Board what should be done with the Forestry Truck.  J. Bennett makes a motion to take the Forestry Truck to Thorndike Auto Parts.  L. Dixon seconds the motion.  Motion carries.

OLD BUSINESS

· Gravel Pits: J. Bennett wanted to clear up a few things that were mentioned about gravel pit inspections and the code enforcement officer needing to submit reports.  J. Bennett said he researched what D. Banker said at last meeting.  The CEO does not have to inspect the pits or write a report, one, because the Town does not have an Ordinance and two, because State DEP inspects them.
· Cemetery and Bids: J. Bennnett told A. Brillard that Bridget called J. Bennett’s house and told Madeline that J. Bennett had messed up the cemetery maps. J. Bennett talked to Bridget and said A. Brillard told her that.  A. Brillard denies the accusation.

· East Gluch Road: D. Higgins wanted to inform the Board she has received permission from two landowners on the E. Gluch Road to cut brush back. D. Higgins also informed the selectpeople she did research at the Waldo County Registry of Deeds where she found out that the name of the road was called County Road until 1960 and then turned over to the town.  It is a 3-rod road and was never discontinued, but abandoned.  J. Bennett would like a copy for town records.  Also according to the Land Use Ordinance the Fire Chief is suppose to get $15 when assessing a road.  This will be looked into.
NEW BUSINESS

· Roadwork: Road are being graded and gravel is being placed on the roads as needed. There was someone who was suppose to fill the potholes on Monday and didn’t get a chance to. T. Smith called J. Bennett Tuesday night and told him he didn’t have the time to fill the holes.  FEMA has also been around to look at the roads based on the last storm and the town might get reimbursed for the damage the storm did.
A. Brillard handed the board two notes complaining about the potholes.

· Knox-Box: MSAD#3 wanted to know if the town was interested in putting two Knox - boxes at each end of the school.  The Fire Department would have a key to the box so if something went wrong at the school they could get into the school without having to wait for someone.  Unity will be having a box.  P. Quimby and C. Rolerson both indicated they rather see Freedom with the Key because they would get there before Thorndike.  J. Bennett didn’t know if maybe Freedom might get one. J. Bennett makes a motion to go ahead and look into getting the box. M. McGagh seconds the motion. Motion carries.

Sue Dwyer handed the Board the Municipal warrant to fine those who have not licensed their dog (s).   Municipal warrant was signed by the selectpeople. 

May 8, 2008 there will be inmates going down Rt. 139 to pick-up trash and the State will pick up the bags after.

J. Bennett talked with J. Downer from Unitel and she will be meeting with the Selectmen at 9:00am on May 12, 2008.

J. Bennett found out who changed the PO Box # at the Fire House.  J. Bennett changed it back to PO Box 10.
