OPEN MEETING:
Meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

J. Bennett makes a motion to accept the minutes from May 7, 2008 as written.  M. McGagh seconded the motion.  Motion carries.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF SPECIAL TOWN MEEITNG

J. Bennett makes a motion of accept the minutes from the Special Town meeting April 22, 2008 as written.  M. McGagh seconded the motion.  Motion carries.

WARRANTS FOR MSAD#3
18 warrants signed for the MSAD #3 by the Select people.

FIRE DEPARTMENT  

· Furnace:  L. Dixon stated Granite Corp. came to work on the furnace, it was raised 18” and some of the fittings were replaced and will be back working on the furnace at 9:00am (date was unsaid).  M. McGagh asked L. Dixon if Paul Moody had done the inspection at the fire station.  L. Dixon said yes he had.  M. McGagh then asked when it had been done, and L. Dixon could not remember.  M. McGagh reminded L. Dixon of their discussion regarding the inspection and that she was supposed to notify the other two selectmen when the inspection was being done. L. Dixon notified both C. Rolerson and P. Quimby of the inspection and the date Granite Corp. was coming.  M. McGagh indicated that it is not P. Quimby’s and C. Rolerson’s responsibility, it is town property and the Selectpersons are the ones that should be involved. M. McGagh also asked if the work was being done at no cost.  L. Dixon said it was being done at no cost.  L. Dixon did contact Paul Moody and he is suppose to send a report to the town with his findings.

· P.Quimby informed the Selectpeople on June 4 &5, 11 & 12 will be training for officers who have not have ICS 300 training.

· Hospital Bill: The hospital bill was sent to R. Downer, where he had a physical and mask fitting test. P. Quimby and M. Fuller wanted to know why it wasn’t paid.  The bill was sent back to hospital and back to the town.  The bill didn’t belong to Fire Department and J. Bennett said it wasn’t a matter the Fire Department had to handle.  P. Quimby said, R. Downer is SCBA qualified and is required to have and annual mask fitting and physical.  J. Bennett’s main concern was no one from the Fire Department came to the Selectmen to get permission for the mask fitting and physical.  J. Bennett called the hospital again and the bill was taken care of.  The Town did not pay and J. Bennett did not know who paid for it.

· Phone: Clerk wanted to inform the two Volunteer Fire Fighters at the meeting the phone bill is two months behind and a check will be sent, but just for phone expenses,  a check for DSL needs to be brought here at the town office or brought to Unitel in the amount of $89.90.

· The forestry truck has not gone to Thorndike Auto and the other truck has not gone to Tony Emerson.

· M. McGagh makes a motion for P. Quimby to go to any Auto Parts Dealer to get the parts for the Forestry Truck, willing to accept a Town’s Purchase Order.  L. Dixon seconds the motion.  Motion carries.

OLD BUSINESS

· Potholes: Two letters were given to the Select people during the May 21, 2008 selectmen’s meeting. These letters were complaints about the Pot Holes.  The potholes have been filled and the potholes were being filled when the letters were given.  One of the letters was from a person not from town, that person was confronted about the complaint and she said to J. Bennett that A. Brillard asked her to write the letter.  A. Brillard said it was a complete lie and would bring the person in to tell the whole conversation. 
·  A. Brillard also admitted to putting the circles around the potholes.  J. Bennett contacted MMA about this issue and what A. Brillard did is against the law. A. Brillard asked to see the law.  J. Bennett said he would get the information for the next meeting.  J. Bennett makes a motion to follow MMA’s recommendation. M. McGagh believes we shouldn’t contact the state police.  M. McGagh amends the motion to put it off until the next meeting.  L. Dixon seconds M. McGagh motion. Motion carries, J. Bennett opposed.  M. McGagh asked A. Brillard what he thought gave him the authority to take it upon himself to put the circle the potholes.  A. Brillard said he asked about the pothole earlier in the spring, and nothing was done.  A Brillard said he had a lot of people come up to him that were grateful he put the circles around the potholes. 
· Farm Share : L. Dixon signs the Farm Share agreement between Peter Curra and Veggies4All Garden Project.  Each Farmer will receive a check for $250.
· Roadwork The Hot Top for the E. Thorndike Rd. should be completed May 28, 2008 and that will complete the job from the FEMA money.
J. Bennett went to a class on FEMA so the Town can be eligible for FEMA grants and money.

NEW BUSINESS 

· Mutual Aid: Selectmen signed the contract for Mutual Aid Agreement with the Town of Knox. The amount went from $4,500 to $5,000.
· ACO: J. Bennett said a letter needs to be sent to S. Dwyer about attending classes and getting mileage reimbursement without permission from the Board. The class S. Dwyer attended was not authorized by the Select people and should not pay for it. L. Dixon asked S. Dwyer about the class and S. Dwyer said Unity paid for the class. P. Quimby expressed that she has time to pick-up animals, but can’t respond to calls.  M. McGagh suggested put in the letter about complaints going unresponsiveness.  J. Bennett makes a motion to send a letter to S. Dwyer.  L. Dixon seconds the motion.  Motion carries.
· Maine Revenue Service will be here May 27, 2008 between 12:30 and 1:00pm
· J. Bennett wanted to clear the air about the Purchase and Sale agreement for the purchase of the land.  J. Bennett said he talked to the Attorney about the purchase and sale agreement; the attorney said we did not need a purchase and sale agreement.
· L. Dixon grants P. Quimby permission to add something to NEW BUSINESS.  P. Quimby wanted to know about the meeting the selectmen attended in Waldo about the Fire Departments.  About 20 towns in Waldo County attended.  There was discussion about the cost of the Fire Departments, and looking at cost cutting measures, but there was nothing discussed about cutting back Departments. M. McGagh said the selectmen talked about putting together a panel of Chiefs and Selectmen to economically improve Fire Protection with in the county, and discussion about regional purchasing, etc…  J. Bennett said the intent of the meeting was not to work against or micro-manage the Fire Departments.  P. Quimby said no one on the Fire Department thought the Board was behind putting the meeting together, but he had heard rumors and wanted to know what was going on. 
WARRANT
The Selectmen signed the Warrant in the amount of $10,803.48.

P. Quimby wanted to know who to make the check out for the reimbursement for the radios the Ladies Auxiliary purchased for the Fire Department, which the money came out of the Fire Department account.  J. Bennett said the check should be made out to Town of Thorndike.  K. Hunt will get back to P. Quimby about the amount.

L. Dixon made a motion to adjourn.  J. Bennett seconded the motion.  Motion carries.  We adjourned the meeting at 7:45 p.m.
