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Selectmen’s Meeting

OPEN MEETING:
M. McGagh called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

L. Dixon called and will not be attending tonight’s meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

J. Bennett makes a motion to accept the minutes from June 4, 2008 as written.  M. McGagh seconded the motion.  Motion carries.

FIRE DEPARTMENT

· M. McGagh said we are still waiting for a letter from P. Moody.  J. Bennett said L. Dixon received the letter during the week, which she showed J. Bennett.  Granite Corp was at the Fire Department and J. Bennett met with them and J. Bennett made a list of items that was wrong and changes made (see attached).  The Selectmen also received a letter from Thompson’s Oil that stated the Fire Department needed a chimney, but the Furnace was engineered so it didn’t need a chimney.

ANIMAL CONTROL OFFICER

· J. Bennett talked with S. Lombard at the Unity Town Office to get a better understanding  of S. Dwyer’s salary.  Unity pays S. Dwyer $156.15 per month this includes the mileage, which is $1,873.80 per year and the remaining 126.20 goes towards classes and other expenses that may be need.  At the last meeting L. Dixon was asked to write a letter to S. Dwyer asking for a refund of the mileage check that was sent to her, also informing her she needed to seek permission before attending classes or receiving mileage reimbursement when attending classes.  L. Dixon wrote the letter and it will be sent to S. Dwyer once signed.

OLD BUSINESS

· John Cranouski’s Contract for Snow Plowing and Sanding L. Dixon added John’s Contract to the agenda.  L. Dixon was unable to attend the Selectmen’s meeting.  M. McGagh makes a motion to pass over.  J. Bennett seconds.  Motion carries.
· Roadwork  J. Bennett listed of a few roads he would like to have work done to:
· Curtis Pond Road: Grading. 
· Coffin Road: ditching, continuation of DEP request
· Raven Road & Berry Road, add gravel and cut sides
· Fowler Road, reset culvert, add gravel and cut sides
· Knox Station Road, cut sides
· Reid Road, cut sides
· Palmer Road, cut sides and grade.  
· The grading will be done within the week.  Waldo County Sheriff office called to ask if the brush in front of the stop sign where Files Hill Road meets E. Thorndike Road could be removed. The brush didn’t need to be cut, the Stop sign needed to be reset.  M. McGagh makes a motion to approve the above roadwork.  J. Bennett seconds the motion.  Motion carries.
· The town will be receiving the FEMA money once the last of the paper work is turned in for the 04/29/08 storm.
· Road Committee meeting will be held June 23, 2008 at 6:30 and the Town Office

NEW BUSINESS

· The Board has received complaints about trash piled up on a property and would like to see it cleaned.  Deutsche Bank, last year was sent a letter asking them to clean the trash from the property they own.  A new letter will be sent to them asking them to send the Town a check in the amount of $500 for Sullivan’s waste to clean it up or the Bank can make their own arrangements to clean-up the trash.  The Board asked for a response by 6/30/08

· John Ludden asked the Board to sign a letter, which will be sent to the State, asking the State to exempt school buses from stopping at the railroad crossings.  M. McGagh makes a motion to sign the letter to exempt the busses from stopping.  J. Bennett seconds the motion.  Motion carries.

· The Board was surprised to find that a public event happened at the Fire Station in the beginning of June without their knowledge. The Board received legal advise from MMA that an application should be made out if an event is going to happen at a Municipal Building. We also received information for the Keyes Insurance.  The Board of Selectpeople are here to over see town activity and make decisions for the town and it is hard for the Board to do so, when you have committees not notifying the Board when they would like to use a Municipal Building.  Failure of notifying the Board could have serious consequences if something were to happen during one of the events.   This is very serious matter because the Board can become liable. M. McGagh makes a motion to set an application process.  J. Bennett seconds the motion.  Motion carries.

· T. Durand starts as Thorndike’s School Board Member July 1, 2008 and signed the papers at the superintendent’s office.  July 14, 2008 is the next School Board Meeting in Room 1A.

WARRANT
The Selectmen signed the Warrant in the amount of $60,809.14.

J. Bennett makes a motion for K. Hunt to close the old Worthy Poor and CIF CD’s at Bangor Savings and open new Worthy Poor and CIF CD’s.  M. McGagh seconds the motion.  Motion carries.
