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Selectmen’s Meeting

OPEN MEETING:
L. Dixon called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

J. Bennett made a motion to accept the minutes from June 18, 2008 as written.  M. McGagh seconded the motion.  Motion carries.

TOWN CLERK
· Waldo CAP submitted a form for the Selectmen to sign to approve the money that was appropriated at the March 15, 2008 Town Meeting.  J. Bennett makes a motion to hold off until the next meeting. M. McGagh seconds the motion.  Motion carries.

· K. Hunt asked if the Town Office will be closed on July 5, 2008.  J. Bennett makes a motion to close Saturday July 5, 2008.  M. McGagh seconds with the recommendation that an email is sent to the town’s citizen email list.  Motion carries.

· K. Hunt will be on vacation July 7 – 10; B. Kerns will be in for the week.

FIRE DEPARTMENT

· Siren speaker is broken.  P. Quimby found a way to secure a new siren. Through Yankee Communication Siren is $218.17 and has a five-year warranty and would have to be ordered.  Yankee Communication has a used siren for $150 with no warranty and doesn’t know how long it will be functional.  J. Bennett makes a motion to buy the new siren.  L. Dixon seconds the motion.  Motion carries. P. Quimby will be getting siren and Yankee Communication will bill the town.

· The Fire Department Volunteers have scheduled a work detail for July 3rd to get the trucks ready for the 4th of July parade in Brooks.

· Brooks Parade: P. Quimby talked with M. McGagh July 2, 2008 about past participation in the Brooks Parade.  M. McGagh makes a motion for the Thorndike Volunteer Fire Company to participate in the Brooks Parade July 4, 2008.  L. Dixon seconds the motion.  Motion carries.  P. Quimby wanted to know if a spouse or significant other could ride in the passenger seat of the truck.  If there is an emergency call, the spouse or significant other needs to get out of the vehicle.  L. Dixon, M. McGagh and J. Bennett agreed the spouse or significant other may ride, unless they are called out.
· J. Bennett noticed there were 2 used tires in the Old Firehouse and someone wants to purchase the tires for $150 and add them to a trailer.  M. McGagh makes a motion to excess the tires and sell them.  L. Dixon seconds the motion.  Motion carries.
· P. Quimby gave J. Bennett a flyer that had used turnout gear listed.  For a coat and a pair of pants it would be $300.  J. Bennett makes a motion to buy a set of turnout gear to see what it looks like and the quality of the turnout gear.  M. McGagh seconds the motion.  Motion carries.  M. Fuller said boots are a real concern and didn’t know if Fire Trader might have used boots.  K. Hunt is to look online to see if there are used boots.  
· M. Fuller made a recommendation that the Selectmen get insurance on the radios and pagers.  There are 2 pagers in the past two weeks that were crushed accidentally.  It is approximately $650 for a new radio and approximately $450 for a new pager.  M. Fuller gave an estimated price for holder between $20 and $50.  J. Bennett will call the insurance company to see if they can get insurance on the radios and pagers.
· M. Fuller requested a leave of absence as Fire Chief effective August 1, 2008 for a three-month period.  During this time he would like to remain as a fire fighter as needed or when he has time.  (See copy of letter attached).  M. McGagh asks M. Fuller to correct his letter by adding leave of absence for a three-month period.  M. McGagh stated he doesn’t mind if M. Fuller kept his turnout gear, but wants paper work showing possession the gear and the serial numbers for the radio and pagers.  M. McGagh makes a motion to accept M. Fuller’s leave of absence for a period of three months and will divide the salary on a monthly basis.  L. Dixon seconds the motion.  Motion carries.
· P. Quimby asked the board if they needed to appoint the Fire Chief based on the recommendation that the Fire Department present to the Selectmen.  P. Quimby asked the board to pass over appointing a new Fire Chief until next meeting.  P. Quimby would like the Selectmen to consider whom the Fire Department recommends as Fire Chief.
EMA 

· P. Quimby spoke with M. McGagh on Tuesday July 1st about an EGP Grant that would match his salary as EMA Director and asked if M. McGagh would check into it.  M. McGagh said he hasn’t had time to check into the grant.  L. Dixon said she would like more information about the grant.

· P. Quimby said FEMA has denied the Fire Department the money they applied for.  J. Bennett said it was because the school is being built by a private company and has insurance.  If it belonged to the school FEMA would have accepted the request.

ANIMAL CONTROL OFFICER

· J. Bennett asked L. Dixon if she has heard from S. Dwyer about the money, even the letter.  J. Bennett also commented that it has been interesting that no mileage reimbursement has come from S. Dwyer for a month now.

OLD BUSINESS

· Road work:  Shoulders were cut on the: Berry Road, Fowler Road, Hunt Road, Palmer Road. Reid Road, Knox Station Road and Raven Road gravel was added.

· Deutsche Bank Deutsche bank is the owner at 233 Unity Road, a letter was sent asking them to pick up the trash on the outside.  A representative contacted the Town by June 30 (as requested).  The representative said there is a manager in the area that will take a look and Deutsche Bank will take care of the cleaning.

NEW BUSINESS

· Roadside mowing J. Bennett asked the Selectmen what they wanted to do about mowing the roadside.  J. Bennett makes a motion for L. Dixon to find someone to mow.  M. McGagh seconds the motion.  Motion carries.

· Signs J. Bennett has found someone to put up signs.  M. McGagh  makes a motion to repair, replace and fix all signs possible.  J. Bennett seconds the motion. Motion carries. M. McGagh makes a second motion to purchase signs as necessary. L. Dixon seconds the motion.  Motion carries.

· P. Quimby said the IRS has increased their mileage by .08, which is now .58 and the town is at .36 and the Selectmen may want to think about increasing.  J. Bennett had seen the letter about an increase, but at this time the Town’s budget will not allow for an increase.

WARRANT
The Selectmen signed the Warrant in the amount of $48,773.75.

L. Dixon made a motion to adjourn.  M. McGagh seconded the motion.  Motion carries.  We adjourned the meeting at 7:45 p.m.
