FIRE DEPARTMENT

EMA

P. Quimby announced there was training on Frye Mountain and the Thorndike Fire Department did not attend.  P. Quimby has resigned from the Fire Department.  P. Quimby ask the Board if he should resign from his position as EMA.  P. Quimby has heard through town that the Board wanted him to resign from everything.  M. McGagh said he doesn’t want P. Quimby to resign as EMA.  M. McGagh would like to put the rumors to rest, the Board discussed earlier that they would like to bring the Fire Department in for a meeting to put the rumors to rest and talk about what is happening.  P. Quimby asked what the Board has come up with and how it effects him as EMA.  M. McGagh stated that this wasn’t the time of place to have this discussion because nothing was confirmed.  E. Looney asked if the meeting would be open to the public.  M. McGagh replied it would not be open to the public.  J. Bennett said it would have to be open to the public or in executive session.

OLD BUSINESS

· Dumpster Two letters will be sent in the regular mail to the two dumpster accounts that are outstanding.

· Fire Chief M. McGagh passed over the Fire Chief because no one from the Fire Department was present.

NEW BUSINESS

· Commit Taxes M. McGagh said there have been upgrades and values changed to the property tax to come closer to the state values, the mil rate has been set and the Board of Selectmen committed the taxes to the tax collector, Kari Hunt.  Tax bills will be going out on August 21, 2008.
· Trash Stickers J. Bennett said trash stickers needed to be ordered.  M. McGagh makes a motion to order trash sticker at the best rate available. J. Bennett seconded the motion.  Motion carries.
· County Tax Property Growth Factor J. Bennett said the County Tax Property Growth Factor form needed to be made out by November 30, 2008 and the Town will be getting another paper similar to this one.
· Salt Bid The Board received the price of salt this year.  International salt came back with 73.26 per ton, J. Bennett believes it is $10 more than last year.  J. Bennett said the Town has been getting 120 tons, but this year we used all the sand pile and all the salt and put a bid in for 180 tons.  J. Bennett commented that we would probably need more sand and salt this year.
· J. Bennett told M. McGagh the County Tax Property Growth Factor form should be worked on now, and not wait until last minute.  M. McGagh makes a motion for J. Bennett to fill out the paperwork.  J. Bennett seconded the motion. Motion carries.
· The County Commissioners office is voting for a Budget Committee member.  Tim Biggs is the candidate or the Board can write someone else in.  J. Bennett makes a motion to vote for Tim Biggs.  M. McGagh seconded the motion.  Motion carries
