OLD BUSINESS

· Sullivan’s Waste: The town received a letter from a Lawyer representing the UARRC that a Sullivan’s Truck is not maintained.  J. Bennett spoke with Butch, Butch indicated to J. Bennett that he is not using that truck in town and it is inspected.

NEW BUSINESS

· Roadwork: Tar patch is $105/ton and Lane’s doesn’t have an Tar Patch now, but should have some by the end of next week.  J. Bennett usually gets 15 tons and figures out to $1600 for the load.  J. Bennett asked if we should send someone to get a full load or a half load.  M. McGagh wanted to know if once the culverts are in if they have to have the tar patch on right away or if it can wait because he doesn’t want to get a half load and not have enough to fill in the holes.  J. Bennett thinks they can hold off on the tar patch and get other roadwork accomplished and get the tar patch next week.
Roads to be worked on: Cates Road, add about 6” of gravel

Reid Road, where the tar and dirt meet needs about 2 or 3 loads of gravel.

E.Thorndike Road: cut sides by Willie Johnson’s

Hunt Road: Culvert by Tom McWalters needs to be fixed.

J. Bennett said we should call Toby Farrington to have him grade the roads one last time before winter. M. McGagh makes a motion to get roadwork done.  J. Bennett said J. Cranouski fixed the culvert on the Reid Road.  L. Dixon seconded the motion.  Motion Carries.

Tom Smith is looking for work.  J. Bennett said there are signs that need to be replaced and fixed, brush that needs to be cut and extra cemetery work needs to be completed.  M. McGagh recalls discussing the signs that needed to fixed and replaced and mentioned that the sign on the E. Thorndike Road should be fixed on the corner by Floyd Fowlers.  J. Bennett makes a motion to get the signs done.  M. McGagh seconded the motion.  Motion carries.

J. Bennett would like the Board of Selectmen and the Cemetery Committee meet at the Center Cemetery to talk about cutting brush once M. McGagh returns.   A. Brillard needs to be contacted to show where the lines are.
